3. Matters Arising from the minutes

Item 4g) It is understood that J Shellhorn has responded to the invitation to comment on the UKA new rule book.

       4.Correspondence

a) Andy Ault of Sport Cheshire has written to say he has been appointed  Community Sports Coach Mentor for Disability. He would welcome the chance to meet anyone to discuss requirements and answer questions concerning his subject. He enclosed a Disability Sport & Facility Directory for Cheshire which covers many sports.


b) Sport Cheshire advised that a Level 1 coaching course will be held at Warrington on 23.7.05.Cost is £50 but Sport Cheshire will pay half this cost if the booking is made through them. 

c) E mail from SPORTONE.COM which has been set up to provide grassroots sports clubs and leagues with a platform to work together to develop UK sport. They aim to provide the tools that clubs and leagues need to help promote, manage and raise funds online and aim to provide valuable services to members.  It has its own development fund and has committed that 50% of all profits will be channelled into building self sustainable sporting facilities and raising coaching standards for grassroots sport across the UK.

d) Foster Report update meetings: the local one for us will be at Robin Park, Wigan on 6.7.05 staring at 7.00pm

e) The Sec has written to UKA regarding the ‘clubs:directory for Cheshire,’ pointing out that much is now out of date and enclosed an updated Cheshire club list from which updates can be made.

f) We were advised by Andy Cross a coach of Crewe & Nantwich who still trains with a group there that Andy Jones, the former secretary was still willing to continue in the post. However we had no address for him (the telephone was dead and e mails were not answered) but Andy Cross knew where he lived, so JL Driscoll sent a letter to Jones via Cross dated 28.5.05. This has failed to elicit a response. It must therefore be concluded that the club has no officers and hence does not formally exist. MB Consterdine will endeavour to recover the cheque book.

Secretary’s Note: I have since learnt from Matthew Parker (Development Officer of Crewe Borough) that a meeting was held on 14.6.05 where a number of the club met. f) NoEAA Inter County T&F at Cudworth on 20.8.05

   Our team managers are: U20 and Senior Men- A Pritchard, U20 and Senior Ladies- Pauline Lynch and younger age groups- Julie Hicken.

g) NW Road Relays at Blackpool on 17.9.05

9. Road Race Matters

a) The Mow Cop Killer Mile has taken place without a permit. It is not organised by an athletic club and the Permit Secretary has so far been unable to contact the organiser. 

10. NoEAA Matters

a) Clock for Road Running. It is known that there are 4 in the County but the man who has done the repair work for years is retiring so it is considered prudent to acquire another which could be stored at Macclesfield.

     11. Any Other Business

a) Medals. R Lynch will proceed with ordering the new medal design. We require about 650 per year. The minimum requirement is 1000 but if we give an undertaking to repeat ordering we hope not to be pressed for more than we want. The maker is to be asked to make a one off so that we can be assured there are no faults on the bulk order.

b) There was a T&F Maintenance course at Macclesfield which demonstrated that regular maintenance can prolong a track by up to 10 years. UKA has produced a T&F Facilities Guide.
